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Does the surrounding community support this project? Who is that community and how can you substantiate that support?

There has not been a specific evaluation of community support for the project, however the first phase of the project included public notification to the surrounding community as part of the SEPA process.  We received no negative comments.  After the first phase was constructed we received some questions about the project, but again there were no negative comments.

Is there any community opposition to this project? Who is opposed and how will you address that opposition?

See answer to above.  We are not aware of any specific opposition to the project.

Does this project have any educational value? Who is being educated, what are they being educated about, and how can you substantiate that? Will this project educate the public and raise their awareness about salmon and habitat protection/restoration issues?

This project does not have a specific educational component but it is in a visible location along a Skagit County road.  There were newspaper articles about the first phase of the project and when the second phase is completed we expect to develop signage to describe the purpose of the project and about salmon recovery in general.  Results of the project will be discussed in a variety of public forums related to habitat restoration and salmon recovery.

Will this project receive any publicity/visibility? How and whose attention will it gain? Will publicity be helpful to salmon recovery efforts?

As described above, the project is in a visible location along a Skagit County road and will include educational signage.  It is hoped that publicity about the success of the project will be beneficial to salmon recovery efforts in general.

Will this project elicit more support in the future? From whom and how?

It is hoped that the overall success of the project will encourage public support for future habitat restoration projects.
