Answer Description

26 acres purchased and conserved forever, 5
development rights retired, tenants relocated to
safety, 3 residences (threatened by channel
migration) removed from the floodplain, associated
utilities decommissioned, and permits drafted for late
summer restoration work.

For all property acquired, all land costs have been
billed to RCO. Additional billings will cover
demolition, restoration, and revegetation work.

Invasive species are being removed and treated.
Complete permitting and preparation for restoration
work in late August/early September. Restoration
work will include removal of bank armoring. Some of
the removed riprap will be used to stratigically deter
motorized vehicle access to the site.

We await the updated appraisal on the Smith
property, we will continue to work to acquire the
Smith property. The Flath & Craft property septic
system decommissioning is expected soon. We are
still trying to locate the well casing on the Flath and
Craft property so that it may be decommissioned.
While onsite, equipment will be used to remove
some scrap metal.
