DESCRIPTION OF WORK / PROJECT OBJECTIVES
The objective of the project located at 34807 SE 44TH PL Fall City, WA. 98024, is to remove all man made improvements except items as noted, and restore the ground site to a condition that can be mowed using standard lawn mowing equipment.  

The project includes removal of all the RV Park associated improvements including, but not limited to the underground septic, water, and power utilities, as well as accessory structures such as a gazebo, two bathroom buildings, several concrete electrical stands, and a carport.  Detectable levels of lead (100 mg/kg) were found on the exterior siding and interior walls of bath #1.  Well decommissioning will be in accordance with a state-approved variance included with the Scope of Work.

Erosion and sediment control will include the use of a power broom as needed and covering of all disturbed areas with Hydroseeding.

DIVISION 01 – GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

Section 02 41 16 Structure Demolition

Note: King County River and Floodplain Management will obtain the required Demolition Permit from King County Department of Permitting and Environmental Review.  This permit will be provided to the contractor and must be posted on site for the duration of the project.

1. Work Description:  Provide submittals which are incidental to the Project Site and not specified under the bid items.  

Submittals: Demolition and Waste Management Plan per Section 02 41 16 Section 1.5.1. Demolition and Site Management Plan.
Execution: Demolition and Waste Management Plan to be provided prior to the start of site work.

2. Work Description: Bid Item 28, Demolish Open-side Awnings and Carports Exclusive of Paved Floors.   Demolish 576 square foot carport and 912 square foot gazebo for a total of 1488 square feet of demolition.

Submittals: Include in Demolition and Waste Management Plan 

Execution: Demolish structures in accordance with Section 02 41 16, Part 3, “Execution.” 

3. Work Description: Bid Item 29, Demolish Wood Framed Utility Structures.  Demolish 448 square foot Bath house #1 and 578 square foot Bath house #2 for a total of 1026 square feet.  

Submittals: Include in Demolition and Waste Management Plan
Execution: Demolish structure in accordance with Section 02 41 16, Part 3, “Execution.”  

4. Work Description: Bid Item 30, Demolition of Concrete Basements, Crawl Spaces, Footings, Slabs and Other Similar Structures within the Footprint of the Building Structures.  Demolish remaining Mobile Home footings (252 square feet), Bath House #1 Slab (448 Square feet), Gazebo slab (912 square feet) and Bath #2 slab (578 square feet) for a total of 2190 square feet.

Submittals: Include in Demolition and Waste Management Plan 

Execution: Demolish structures in accordance with Section 02 41 16, Part 3, “Execution.” 

Section 02 42 00 Removal and Salvage 

1. Work Description: Bid Item 38, Empty, Remove and Dispose of Underground Tank (Septic/Sewage).  Remove 12 residential septic tanks. 

Submittals:  None.
Execution: Conduct removal in accordance with Section 02 42 00 Part 3, subsections 3.1 “General” and 3.3 “Protection”.  

2. Work Description: Bid Item 39, Excavate, Remove and Backfill Underground Septic Drain field.   Remove 5 known drain fields.  Estimated volume is 335 cubic yards for all 5 drain fields based on the assumption that the drain fields are 100 feet long by 3 feet deep by 2 feet wide.

Execution: Conduct removal in accordance with Section 02 42 00 Part 3, subsections 3.1 “General” and 3.3 “Protection”.  

3. Work Description: Bid Item 40, Removal of Utility Poles. Remove one utility pole.

Submittals:  None Required
Execution: See bid item 40. 

4. Work Description: Bid Item 42, Mobilization for Decommissioning of Drilled or Dug Water Supply Well.  Mobilize to remove one private dilled water supply well.  

Submittals:  None Required
Execution: See bid item 43. 

5. Work Description: Bid Item 43, Decommissioning of Cased Well.  Decommission 6-inch diameter, 46 foot deep cased well.    

Submittals:  Well log for submittal to Washington State Department of Ecology
Execution: The well to be decommissioned is within the river migration area and may become exposed to river erosion causing a wood racking and/or recreational hazard.  King County has received a variance to allow the well to be decommissioned per the following approved variance method:  
a. Follow WAC 173-160-381 decommissioning standards including perforating and pressure grouting up to 30’ of land surface.
b. Cut and remove casing at 30’ from land surface depth and fill remainder of well with chlorinated pea gravel (per WAC 173-160-381(3)(b)(ii)) to 3 feet from land surface.
c. Fill and cover remainder of well with pit run or top soil.

6. Work Description: Bid Item 49, Remove Asphalt Pavement.  Remove all asphalt pavement from site (approximately 7612 square yards). 

Submittals:  No additional submittals required for this bid item.
Execution: Conduct removals in accordance with Section 02 42 00 Part 3, subsections 3.1 “General”, 3.3 “Protection” and 3.9 “Remove Concrete”.  

7. Work Description: Bid Item 50, Remove Concrete Pavement.  Remove concrete patio, sidewalk, and various slabs on property (Approximately 309 square yards).

Execution: Conduct removals in accordance with Section 02 42 00 Part 3, subsections 3.1 “General”, 3.3 “Protection” and 3.9 “Remove Concrete”.  

8. Work Description: Bid Item 59, Remove Underground Electric Lines. Remove approximately 3431 lineal feet of buried electrical/communication lines on property

Execution: Conduct removals in accordance with Section 02 42 00 Part 3, sections 3.1 “General” and 3.3 “Protection”.  Backfill and compact the trench to grade.  

9. Work Description: Bid Item 60, Remove underground water and sewer lines Remove approximately 4457 lineal feet of waterline and 841 lineal feet of septic service line.

Submittals: None required.  
Execution: Conduct removals in accordance with Section 02 42 00 Part 3, subsections 3.1 “General” and 3.3 “Protection”.  Backfill and compact the trench to grade.  

10. Work Description: Bid Item 61, Remove Concrete Stairs.  Remove approximately 1072 square feet of concrete stairs.

Submittals: None required.  
Execution: Conduct removals in accordance with Section 02 42 00 Part 3, subsections 3.1 “General” and 3.3 “Protection”.  

11. Work Description: Bid Item 63, Remove Concrete Wall.  Remove approximately 843 square feet of concrete wall.

Submittals: None required.  
Execution: Conduct removals in accordance with Section 02 42 00 Part 3, subsections 3.1 “General”, 3.3 “Protection”, and 3.12 “Remove Retaining Wall”.
