Hi Brenda, I just left you a voicemail. The Snohomish CD is beginning design of a SRFB funded project to re-connect a side-channel of the Snohomish River. We've never done a large river project like this before but I've been told I need to connect with DNR early on in the process to find out what I need to be doing now. Our consultant is starting the design work and we will be submitting a SRFB grant application to fund the construction this next round (preliminary application due in April). All of the restoration work will be in the side channel itself, not the mainstem of the Snohomish. The project will be to remove two barriers in the side channel to re-connect it with the river at the downstream end and do some side-channel improvements such as wood installation, earthwork, and planting. There is a dike at the upstream end that the County may or may not decide to breach in the coming years, but that is currently not being designed.  Can you tell me if our back-channel project is on State Owned Aquatic Lands?  And if so, can we talk sometime so I can understand what the process is I need to go through this next year and a half before anticipated construction the summer of 2016?
