Hi DeAnn, Thank you for the progress report. | know this has been an especially difficult property
acquisition to negotiate. | understand the 1-year shelf life of the appraisal expired last month. A
request for a second appraisal/review may not be necessary. If the property is not acquired or a
purchase and sale agreement is not secured within 1 year of the effective date of the appraisal,
WDFW must obtain a new appraisal “statement” from the original appraiser stating that the land
values have not changed and the appraised value is the same since the effective date of the
appraisal. Costs associated with the appraisal “statement” are eligible for reimbursement. If the
appraiser cannot or will not provide such a statement, the project sponsor must obtain an appraisal
update, which is also eligible for reimbursement. We can discuss more when WDFW gets to that
point.
